DESCRIPTION

The Lodge at Yellowwood is a newly renovated log cabin with all the comforts of home. The
Lodge has a quaint front porch for relaxing and wildlife viewing, with a large back patio for
grilling and outside dining.

The lodge is located a few short miles from the main body of Yellowwood State Forest, where
you can find numerous miles of trails to hike, including horse trails. The forest also includes a
large lake for fishing and kayaking; kayaks and rowboats can be rented from the Forest office.

The lodge was completely renovated in 2022. It features 3 bedrooms, 1.5 bathrooms, and a
pull-out sleeper sofa in the family room. It comfortably sleeps up to eight, with 2 queen beds, 1
full bed, and full sleeper sofa. There is a stone chimney with a glass door wood stove.

The Lodge at Yellowwood is an ideal location and one-of-a-kind getaway for small retreats and
families. It is only 1 hour 15 minutes from Indianapolis, 25 minutes from Bloomington, and 1
hour 40 minutes from Louisville.
