Location and Access 
Parking and trails. Within Hayswood Nature Reserve County Park. From the 
intersection of SR 62 and SR 135, just west of Corydon, go south on SR 135 about 
one mile to the Hayswood Nature Reserve County Park entrance.  Trailhead to 
preserve is located at the County Park’s northernmost parking lot.

Description: This preserve includes Pilot Knob and the wooded slopes surrounding the knob. There are 
many scenic rock outcrops overlooking Indian Creek, which runs along the eastern edge of the preserve. Drier 
sites are covered by oak-hickory forest and moister sites by beech-maple forest.
