4. When adding a new contact record, use the Contact Search option. If the patient has an existing

file, click the green check if you wish to select that patient file. If the patient does not have a file,
click Add New to create a file.

2. Individual contact records will be added to the contact's patient file as a separate event.

3. For a Cl with contacts outside of the investigation jurisdiction, keep the contact record assigned
to the investigating jurisdiction so that all data is visible.

- Disposition + HIV Testing

- Relationship « TST or IGRA (first or second round as needed)

+ Last Exposure Date + CXR Date and Result (if TST or IGRA were positive)

« Was Treatment Initiated

- Treatment/Regimen Details (if treated)

Closing a TB Cl Investigation

4. Once a contact reaches a final outcome, ensure the evaluation and treatment information in the
contact record is completed under the Contact Follow Up tab.

2. Complete the disposition variable on the Contact Record Tab according to the TB Contact
Investigation Disposition Algorithm and change the status to Closed.

3. When all contact records have been closed, change the Contact Investigation Status variable
(located on the patient’s Contact Tracing tab) to Closed.

Note: If a contact is diagnosed with LTBI or TB Disease, a corresponding investigation would need to
be opened under their profile.
