The segment of Main Street to the west, from State Street to Corydon Pike is under InDot's
jurisdiction and was improved in 2015. That improvement included base patching, full width HMA overlay, curb ramp
improvements and re-striping including provision for bike lanes. The proposed project segment lies in a HUD-designated
lower income area and is also identified as a KIPDA Title VI - Environmental Justice Area and listed as a KIPDA Bicycle &
