We have completed our review of INDOT’s Amendment #20-46 to the FY 2020-2024 Indiana 

Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) dated April 16, 2021.  INDOT has re-

demonstrated fiscal constraint, air quality conformity, where applicable, and provided 

opportunity for public comment and involvement on Amendment #20-46.   

 

FHWA only recognizes years 2020-2023 in the STIP.  Any projects and/or phases of projects 

added in years outside of 2020-2023 are considered illustrative, and thus ineligible for federal 

funding at this time.

The Indiana Department of Transportation requests the projects listed in STIP Amendment 20-46 to be 

incorporated into the 2020-2024 Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP).  Any projects and/or 

phases of projects added in years outside of 2020-2023 are considered illustrative, and thus ineligible for federal 

funding at this time. 

 

The required Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) 

documents have been included in this request and duly noted in the Amendment.  We have determined that the 

proposed amendments are: 1) consistent with the transportation plan; 2) the TIP remains fiscally constrained in 

that federal funding resources are sufficient to support the new or modified projects; and 3) conform to state and 

national air quality standards. 

 

The total dollar amount of this amendment is $30,877,614.00 (for fiscal years 2020-2023), has been verified 

with FHWA.
