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Guide to My Healthy Baby Closed-Loop Referrals  

The first time you use the system, you will be asked to register if you haven’t already done this. Each time 

afterwards, you will log in with your email address and the password you create during registration. You can 

log into the system at any time by going to https://isdh.communityos.org/ and clicking the “sign in” button in 

the top right corner.

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Receiving and Accessing New Referrals from My Healthy Baby 

You will receive an email from no-reply@communityos.org with a link to your referral. (Note: the system will 

not send emails more than once in an hour, so if more than one referral are made during a single hour, the 

email will include links to more than one referral.) 

 

Click on the link, and you will be prompted to log in to the system (click the small “sign-in” button at the top of 

the screen).

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Once you are logged in, you can access your referral either by clicking the emailed link again, or by clicking the 

“home visiting providers” dropdown in the banner at the top of the page and then selecting “Referral 

Dashboard.”  

 

If you click on use the dashboard, you will then select the tab for “pending referrals.” Within your “pending 

referrals” list, you MUST click on the “interaction ID” to access the full functionality in the record (clicking on 

the client’s name, ID, or other information will not work.) 

 

Once you are in the client record, you will be in the “Client Info” tab and will see the client’s information:  

• Contact information 

• Demographics 

• Eligibility information 

• Referral ID 

• A note if the client referral was forwarded from another home visiting program 

• The communication specialist at IDOH who spoke with the client

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Responding to My Healthy Baby Referrals 

When you are ready to accept or decline the referral, go to the “Referrals” tab. 

 

 

Please use the check boxes indicate if you are accepting or declining the referral. If you are declining the 

referral, please indicate why you are declining using the “Reason Unmet” dropdown. You can see an 

explanation of when you might select each of these reasons on the next page. 

Please note that if the referral is a duplicate (see definition below), you should select “duplicate” instead of 

accepting the client. 
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Definitions: Reasons for Declining 

Duplicate Referral (this definition can also be seen on the screen when you are accepting or declining a client):  

• A duplicate client is a client who is either: 

• Already enrolled in your program, or 

• A recent (defined as active or open) referral from another source, and contact information is the 

same as the previous referral. 

• A client is not duplicate if either of the following apply (please attempt to contact and enroll these 

clients): 

o Have a previous closed referral, even if they previously declined, or   

o They are an open referral but My Healthy Baby provided new contact information. 

Eligibility: Federal Poverty Level: The client does not meet your program’s income guidelines. 

Eligibility: Gestational Age: The client is too early or too late in pregnancy to be eligible for your program. 

Eligibility: Out of Service Area: The client does not live in your program’s service area. 

Language Barrier: The client speaks a language that your program is not able to serve. 

Referred in Error: Use this option only when directed by My Healthy Baby. An example might be if a client 

calls back and tells My Healthy Baby she no longer wants to be referred. 

Referral Canceled: Do not use this option; it is for My Healthy Baby staff use only. 

Other: Use this if none of the above reasons fits your situation. 
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Changing Response from Accept to Decline  

It is very simple to change your response to a referral. The most important thing to remember is that you will 

need to manually change the date. (See steps below.)  

Log into the system and select the “Accepted Referrals” dashboard. 

 

You can scroll down to the client you’re looking for, or you can use the filter option to search by name. 

Once you find the client, click on her interaction id and select the referral tab. Once here, you can unselect 

“accepted” by clicking on the box, and you can select “declined”. Before you leave, scroll down to the bottom 

of the page to manually change the date. You can do this by clicking on the pencil icon, and then entering 

today’s date in the Referral Status Date field. 

Once you have changed the date, click “Submit” at the bottom right of the form. The client will now appear in 

your “declined” list. 
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Contacting My Healthy Baby about a Referral 

While you probably will not 

need to contact My Healthy 

Baby about a referral often, 

we know that questions or 

issues can arise. When they 

do, you can initiate contact 

using the “Contact IDOH” 

button at the bottom of the 

Referrals Tab (as shown on the 

right). 

Clicking this button will open a 

field where you can enter your 

question. In the initial version 

of the system, you will also be 

asked for the email address 

where you can be reached; 

eventually the system will 

automatically provide your 

email address. Once you have 

entered your message, click 

the “submit” button at the top right or lower right side of your screen to send your message. The IDOH 

Communication Specialist will respond via secure email to the email address you entered (see below).

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 Referring a My Healthy Baby Referral to another Home Visiting Organization 

You may choose to refer a My Healthy Baby client to another home visiting program. You can do this by 

clicking the “Refer to a New Program” button at the bottom of the referrals tab. 

 

This will open the referrals module and will automatically pull forward the client’s information to send to the 

new home visiting program.  
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There are two text boxes you must complete in this section. The first is a message to IDOH (you will not be 

able to see this message again after you submit this form. The second is a message that will be seen by both 

you and the new home visiting program. After you hit submit, you will be able to see this note in this section, 

as well as at the bottom of the client information tab. 

  

Information in this box goes only to IDOH 

Information in this box can be seen later by your program and the program you are forwarding the referral to

To find eligible programs: 

• Enter the county where the client lives in the box that says “Select a zip, city, county or state.”  

o You may have to scroll through a lot of pre-fill options to find what you’re looking for.  

o Adding “Indiana” to the county name may help narrow the list.  

• Click on the location option you’re looking for. 

o As shown below, in some instances you will need to be sure you select the “county” option and 

not the “city” option.  

• Once you have made your selection, click the “search” button. 

 

 

A list of potential organizations will show up. Click “Select” to choose which program you want to refer the 

client to.  
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You will now see your selected organization in the “Selected Referrals” box. To complete the referral, in 

addition to completing the two text boxes described on page 8, you must: 

• Check the “consent to share” box. 

• Check the box to confirm you have checked the “consent to share” box. 

 

 

 

Hit “Submit” at the bottom right of the page.  

 

Once you hit “submit” you will be taken back to your pending client list.

Confirm you have checked the “consent to share” box above. 

You must check this box or the referral will not be sent. 
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Viewing a list of all My Healthy Baby Referrals 

At any time, you can see the full list of your clients. Open the search page by clicking the “home visiting 

providers” dropdown in the banner at the top of the page and then selecting “Referral Search.” Once on the 

search form, you can see a full list of clients by selecting “search” without selecting any criteria.  

 

Searching for a Specific My Healthy Baby Referral  

On the same page, you can search for a specific My Healthy Baby client by a variety of criteria (e.g., first name, 

last name, date of birth, client or interaction ID number, etc.). Just enter the client information in the field(s) 

on the left of the page and click on “Search” in the upper right corner. 
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Viewing My Healthy Baby Referrals by Status 

You can view a list of your accepted My Healthy Baby Referrals, declined My Healthy Baby referrals, and 

pending My Healthy Baby referrals. Click on the “home visiting providers” dropdown in the banner at the top 

of the page and then selecting “Referral Dashboard.” 
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Downloading your My Healthy Baby Referrals 

You can download an excel list of your My Healthy Baby referrals using various date and time criteria. Navigate 

to the Referral Download option by clicking on the “home visiting providers” dropdown in the banner at the 

top of the page and then selecting “Referral Download.” 

 

Select your search criteria (e.g., “This Month” to see all referrals sent to you this month). Then click “Search.” 

 

 

This will produce a list of clients referred to your program this month. You can further filter the list using the 

“filter” box if desired. Then you can click “Download Results” to export the list to an excel spreadsheet. (Note: 

the PDF option will not be available in the live environment. Also, in the live environment the phone, ethnicity, 

and language fields should be filled.)
